A Word From Our Nurse 
 It is hard to believe that the holidays are here.  It has been a very busy fall semester for me, but 

fortunately we have not had any flu cases yet.  I hope this will continue, but as you well know, the flu season 

in South Carolina usually starts in January and February.  Therefore, I want to take this opportunity to re-

mind everyone of the School Exclusion Policy concerning Influenza / Influenza-like illness.  ILI is defined as 

fever (an oral temperature of 100 degrees Fahrenheit or more) with a cough and/or sore throat for which 

there is no other known cause besides the flu or ILI.  Students need to be excluded for at least 24 hours 

after they are free of fever without the use of fever-reducing medicines like Ibuprofen and Tylenol.   Please 

let me know if your child has been diagnosed with flu or ILI.   If you have any questions, please let me know.
