 Safety and security are of utmost importance here at LME.  We have 

several measures in place to promote the safety of all students and staff.  Some 

of these include: All parents and visitors to our school must check into the of-

fice and get a visitor name badge.  All doors are locked during school hours, and 

our school staff monitor doors and hallways.  

 Safety Drills  

¶ Fire drills are practiced monthly.  

¶ Lockdown drills are practiced 2 times each year.  

¶ Tornado drills are practiced 2 times each year.   

 Students are also instructed on procedures during tornado watches and 

warnings, and a bus evacuation drill is held early in the school year.  

 Parents are reminded that in the event of inclement weather, no student 

will be allowed to leave the school until clearance has been given by me.  If you 

show up at the school during one of these drills, you will not be allowed to go to 

your childõs classroom.  All parents will be escorted to the cafeteria. 

 We also have security cameras located in numerous locations in and out-

side of our building.  This allows school staff to monitor what is happening in and 

out of the school to help in facilitating safety and security.
