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ATTENDANCE REMINDERS  

One of the most important keys to suc-

cess and which is also required by state 

law is regular school attendance.   It is 

necessary if students are to make the 

desired and expected academic and so-

cial progress.  Students who are truant 

will also face disciplinary action based on 

our School District of Newberry County 

Truancy Procedures.  Please remember 

these important points about student 

attendance:  

A. After a total of three (3) unlawful 

absences (two at the high school), 

school officials will notify the par-

ents first by phone and then by 

letter.  

B. After three (3) consecutive or a 

total of five (5) unlawful absences, 

school officials will notify the par-

ents to come to the school to de-

velop a Truancy Intervention Plan.  

(A Case Manager will do a home visit 

at this time).  

C. If the student accumulates two (2) 

more unlawful absences after the 

request for the development of the 

Intervention Plan, the student will 

be referred to the Director of Stu-

dent Services for further actions.  

D. The Director of Student Services 

will review the studentõs attendance 

records, and either refer the stu-

dent/family back to the school, 

family court and/or the Department 

of Social Services.  

 To avoid a letter being sent to 

you regarding your childõs absence,  par-

ents are asked to please send a note 

stating the reason for the absence.  

Seven parental excuses will be accepted 

per school year.  In order to be excused 

for doctor/dentist appointments, stu-

dents must provide the office with docu-

mentation from the doctorõs/dentistõs 

office.  

 

Signing Students Out  
Early dismissals are discouraged and 
should not occur on a regular basis.  It 
is important that your child complete a 
full day in school.  The end of the 
school day is an important time for 
students.  Teachers review the school 
day, complete lessons and/or review 
assignments.  Therefore, there will 

be no early dismissals during the 

last 30 minutes of the school day 

except in the case of extreme emer-

gencies. 

 

Doctor appointments should be made 
after school hours if at all possible.  If 
this becomes impossible, a note re-
questing early dismissal must be sub-
mitted to the office for verification at 
the beginning of the day. 
 
Students are to be dismissed from 
school only to parents, guardians, or 
others who are designated by parents 
in writing.  At least three people are to 
be designated to pick up a student.  
This information will be kept on file.  
Two forms of identification will be 
required: 

Drivers license/Picture I.D 
Name on list. 
PIN number given by parent. 
Parent will be called if name 

is not on the list. 
 

No student will be allowed to leave 

campus with anyone who has not 

been designated to pick him/her up. 

 

Those designated to pick up a child 
leaving early must first sign the early 
dismissal sheet in the office and some-
one from the office will call the child 
from their class.
