Dear Parents/Guardians of Sixth Graders,


We are excited to announce our 6th grade field trip to Myrtle Beach! The trip will be April 20, 2012.  The cost of the trip is $140.00.  The cost of the trip includes chartered buses, ALL meals, admission to all the attractions, and medical/accident insurance. The attractions we will visit are Alligator Adventure, Wonderworks, an IMAX film, and Medieval Times dinner and tournament. We will be eating lunch at The Hard Rock Café. As you can see, this is a wonderful opportunity for our students.


We would like as many of our students to experience this trip as possible, so we have broken down the cost of the trip into 3 payments. When a student brings in a payment, please make sure it is in an envelope labeled with the student’s name, parent’s name, and homeroom teacher. Once a deposit is made it is a promise of future payments and is nonrefundable. If a child has not made a deposit by December 16th, the child will be considered not participating on the trip.
