When sickness strikes…


know when to stay HOME





With cold and flu season among us, keep these important things in mind.


Flu is a serious illness, and children who have the flu symptoms should always stay home from school. 





Know the difference between a cold and the flu.





Flu symptoms include 


Fever, chills, cough, sore throat, headache, or muscle aches.  With the flu, symptoms come on very quickly. If your child is exhibiting these symptoms, keep him/her home from school.  It is a good idea to contact the child’s doctor if he or she has these symptoms.





Symptoms of a common cold include 


Stuffy nose, sneezing, sore throat and hacking cough.  Often cold symptoms come on gradually.  If symptoms are severe, it is a good idea to keep your child home to rest and get better, rather than spread the cold to other children at school.





Always keep your child home if he/she has a fever over 100 or higher.





Flu is spread from person to person through coughing, sneezing and touching a germ infested surface.


AND


You are contagious 1 day before and up to 5 days after getting sick.  So it is possible to spread the flu before you even know you are sick!





Teach and Practice Healthy Habits


Wash your hands often with soap and water for at least 20 seconds


Disinfect frequently touched surfaces.


Cover your mouth and nose with a tissue when coughing and sneezing and teach children to cough in their sleeve.


Do not share drinks, water bottles, or used eating utensils.
