Dear Students, Parents, and/or Guardians,

Hello!  Welcome to 7th grade science.  My name is Mr. Wicker and I am looking forward to working with you and your child.  This year we are planning on having a lot of fun while learning about science.  The curriculum for this class will be based on the South Carolina Science Standards as located on the SC Department of Education webpage (http://ed.sc.gov/agency/offices/cso/ ).  Please feel free to visit the class website at http://www.newberry.k12.sc.us/mcms/jwicker/ to stay updated on what is happening in class and ways to help your student succeed at home.  Please read over the following rules, procedures and expectations with your child and sign the form and return it with your child.  

Rules and expectations:

1. Be Prepared

-Have book, notebook, and pencils.

-Have your homework completed.

-Come in and sharpen your pencil and then sit quietly in your desk for class to start.

      2.  Be Quiet when others are speaking

-Do not interrupt the teacher when he is talking.


-Raise your hand for permission to talk.

-Do not interrupt other student’s who have permission to talk.

-When working in groups or with partners please work in an orderly manner.

3.  Be Respectful

-Follow the directions the first time asked.

-Keep hands, feet, and all objects to yourself and in your space.

-Say only positive things to each other.

4.  Do the Right Thing

-If you believe that someone may be hurt or offended then avoid doing the action.

-If what ever you are thinking about doing is going to interrupt class then avoid doing it.

-Stop and ask yourself before you do or say something, “Am I doing the right thing?”

5. Listen

-Follow directions the first time.


-Pay attention in class.

The following Consequences will occur when rules are broken:


1.   Warning

2. Recess detention

3. Lunch detention


4. Lunch detention and parent contact


5. After school

6. Office referral

During the school year I expect all of the students to follow the rules of the classroom and the school.  I also expect all students to give their best effort in my class.  If each student gives their best then they will succeed.  As a teacher I will do my best to explain and teach the material in the most appropriate way.  I will provide an appropriate learning environment.

Extra Help and Missed Work:

Students that miss a day or more of school will have three school days to meet with the teacher to arrange a time to make-up the missed work. IT IS THE STUDENT’S RESPONSIBILITY TO COME TO THE TEACHER TO ASK FOR MISSED ASSIGNMENTS.  Work not made up will go down as a zero in the grade book.  

The teacher will be available every Tuesday after school from 3:10 to 4:00 to provide extra assistance to those students who need it.  Students must have notified teacher prior to Tuesday that he/she will be staying and must be in the classroom by 3:10 unless arrangements have been made.  Students will be allowed to make up missed work, get extra assistance, or retake test during this time.  Any test or project a student receives less than a C on will be marked with I for incomplete.  Students are expected to come on those Tuesdays to retake or redo the project to improve their knowledge and grade on the subject.  This opportunity will be available to all students as long as they put their best foot forward in class (ex. Good behavior, staying on task, trying hard, not sleeping, etc.).  Students must have arrangements for a ride to pick them up at the school at 4:00.  Students need to have made these arrangements prior to school on that Tuesday.

Grades: 

 Daily work and class work will count one time toward the nine-week’s average.  Test will count twice.  Students will be told how many times projects count when the teacher assigns the project.  Students will be responsible for keeping a well-organized notebook during each unit.  Notebooks will be checked periodically throughout the year.  These grades will count once toward the nine-week’s grade.  Students will start off each nine weeks with a 100 for a homework grade.  Every time the student misses their homework or does not have their materials for class 5 points will be deducted from that grade.  This grade will count twice at the end of the nine weeks.  The teacher will also give the student a lab notebook.  This notebook will be kept in class and used as a recording device for the labs we do in class.  The teacher will work with the students in preparing the reports.  The student will be told how many times each report counts prior to doing the report.
